Total 217
incidents were reported in the region during the period. The incidents increased roughly 25%
in Middle East compared to previous month. The number of incidents in the Middle East
consists of 39% of the total number of incidents in the world in December. Iraq was the most
hit country in the Middle East with 184 incidents. 85% of the incidents in the Middle East
occurred in Iraq. Also, Iraq was in the first place by the total number of casualties in the
Middle East in December 2012.

Somalia was the most hit country in
Africa with 19 incidents. 33% of the incidents of the Africa occurred in Somalia. Also, Somalia
was in the first place by the total number of casualties in Africa in December 2012.

2012. Total 12 incidents were reported in the region during the period. The incidents
decreased roughly 45% in Europe compared to previous month. The number of incidents in
Europe consists of 2% of the total number of incidents in the world in December. Russia was
the most effected country in Europe with 6 incidents. 50% of the incidents in Europe occurred
in Russia. Also, Russia was in the first place by the total number of casualties in Europe in
December 2012.

The number of
incidents in Asia consists of 46% of the total number of incidents in the world in December.
Pakistan was the most hit country in Asia with 124 incidents. 48% of the incidents in Asia
occurred in Pakistan. Also, Pakistan was in the first place by the total number of casualties in
Asia in December 2012.

Mexico was the most hit
country in America with 8 incidents and 62% of the incidents in America occurred in Mexico.

Also, Mexico was in the first place by the total number of casualties in America in December
2012.
